

Field Trip Descriptions
Park Days- We will be taking the campers to different local parks for some outdoor fun.
Max Days- Campers will engage in a variety of field and court activities such as: floor hockey, bounce houses, dodge Ball, basketball, soccer, flag football, capture the flag, steal the bacon, kickball and many more. We will do a craft and feed the children lunch as well as two snacks. Half day camp is available on Tuesday’s and Thursday’s only from 9-12:00 or 12:30-4 for a cost of $25, this doesn’t include lunch.      
The Museum of Science and Industry -is one of the most popular museums in the United States. It covers diverse areas like energy, the environment, the human body, space exploration and transportation. It is located in the South Side of Chicago. 
Hinsdale Community Swimming Pool-includes a 50 meter pool with 25 yard "L" shape design with depth from 3.5' to 5'; diving pool with drop slide and 2 one meter boards and 1 three meter board; zero edge walk-in wading pool with water play features and playground area and a sand box.
Centennial Beach in Naperville- An old Quarry made into a pool includes a sand beach next to the shallow end of the pool which offers a zero-depth entry. In the sand there is a small playground for children. At the zero depth area of the pool there are 2 large water play features which pour water from about 10 feet (3.0 m) up, and water spouts. The shallow end of the pool goes from 0 feet (0 m) to 4 feet (1.2 m), getting deeper as you walk further in to the pool. The shallow end also has a slide. The deep end of the beach, which each swimmer must past a swim test to enter has 2 floating rafts in the middle, 4 piers on the sides of the deep and two one-meter springboards and one three-meter board. 
Lincoln Park Zoo-One of the nation's oldest zoos housing 1200 animals representing 230 species. Includes children's zoo, carousel and paddle boats, located in Lincoln Park
Emerald City Theatre Company- is Chicago's only theatre solely dedicated to exclusively producing live theatre aimed at the entire family. This is where we will be seeing Charlie and the Chocolate Factory. Good-hearted Charlie Bucket unwraps one of the five coveted lucky golden tickets, winning a chance to enter Willy Wonka's mysterious chocolate factory. Surrounded by candy wonders, Oompa Loompas, and four outrageous other children, Charlie and his grandfather head on an adventure of pure imagination!
Lemont Pool- offers a large corkscrew water slide, diving boards, zero dept play area in.  
Downers Grove Ice Arena- Located in Downers Grove each camper will be provided with rental ice skate. However feel free to bring your own equipment if you have it. Remember the rink is cold so please make sure your camper is appropriately dressed. 
Chicago White Sox Game- U.S cellular field Chicago White Sox vs. Kansas City Royals  
Balance Institute of Gymnastics (BIG)- offers a 42' x 80' Palmer Spring Floor , a 9' x 14', in-ground trampoline dismounts into loose foam, a Tumble Trak dismounts into loose foam on one end, and into a resi-pit* on the other end. The vault area has a choice of hard, resi-pit and loose foam pit landings, while the beam area is host to a wide variety of beam heights with various landing options. Multiple bar stations include our recreation area. 
Peggy Notebaert Nature Museum- The museum, located in Chicago's Lincoln Park, opened in 1999. The building includes rooftop gardens, water conservation systems, solar rooftop panels, exhibits and amenities made of recycled materials. The year-round butterfly exhibit features over 200 species of exotic butterflies. 
Shedd Aquarium-Chicago's No. 1 cultural attraction! Make inSheddible connections with 32600 animals, from whales to snails, from the world's fresh and salt waters. We will also be viewing Planet Earth: From Pole to Pole 4-D Experience In this epic 4-D adventure, follow the sun as it touches the lives of creatures across the planet, bringing a fresh understanding of how the world is interconnected. From polar bears to emperor penguins, examine how the seasons produce the greatest spectacles on Earth.
Orland Park Pool- A zero-depth pool has two water slides, a child’s play structure, and water depth to six feet. Lazy River surrounds a 328-foot tube slide and 200-foot body slide. Children under 40” must wear a personal floatation device while riding the lazy river, T-Pool includes a jump cliff, 28-foot drop slide, 42-foot body slide & lap lanes and a sand volleyball area. 
Brookfield Zoo-The zoo covers an area of 216 acres (874,124 m²) and houses around 450 species of animals.
